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SUMMER CAMP INFORMATION 
 
 

 This is a "drop-off" camp.  If parents choose to stay, we ask that they remain in an 
area that will not distract their skater.  Parents will not be permitted in the 
penalty boxes or in the off-ice/dance room (due to limited space) 

 Pick up time is promptly at 2:00 p.m.    

 Groups may be mixed, girls and boys 

 Skaters should be able to dress themselves without assistance, as well as use the 
restroom without assistance 

 Skater's must supply their own skates and appropriate attire.  If rental skates will 
be needed, contact the Skating Director at least one week in advance   

 Helmets are mandatory for Snowplow Sam and Hockey skaters, and are strongly 
encouraged for inexperienced skaters 

 Gym shoes are required for off-ice classes; tights OR socks OR dance shoes for jazz 
and ballet 

 Hockey skaters - please bring a stick, puck, hockey gloves and helmet with a cage 

 All skaters should have gloves for on-ice, and warm, comfortable clothing that will 
not be restrictive or hazardous (no hoodies).  Skaters should bring shorts and a 
tee shirt for off-ice activities 

 It is appropriate to send bottled water, labeled in permanent marker with your 
skater's name 

 Skaters should keep all of their belongings in one bag (preferably a roller bag).  
Label the bag with the skater's name  

 All skaters must be healthy and injury free at the time of camp 

 Pictures and/or video of the skaters may be taken for club promotional purposes
